The concept of nightclubs and the concept of
mixing records had him hooked and soon took over his life, leading to many large nights out.
Turntables soon arrived and Vickers was bitten by the bug....

Like many others he started playing gigs at weddings, parties, barmitzvahs - anywhere he could.
His first club gigs soon followed and the rest, as they say, is history.

Around 1999 Vickers became involved with the legendary Radio DEX 96.9FM [RIP], as a volunteer
office slave. This soon led to on air shifts when other jocks too smashed from the night before
didn't show for their shifts. It was a great experience for me which cemented my fascination with
radio.

Fast forward a few years and he had started experimenting heavily with virtual studios and
mixing software. This soon led to work with Live + Direct Broadcasting producing 6 minute mixes
for NOVA 96.9FM and finally to his next Radio gig. From 2004 to 2008 Vickers was Creative
director / Mixer / Producer for The Wild Revolution....... A 3 hour house and electro experience
broadcast all around Australia every weekend (Sponsored by Central Station Records).

DJing is still a passion for Ben. Nothing compares to the buzz of a packed club in the zone with
your music. Over years | have worked in too many clubs to count in and around Sydney. Some
